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ABSTRACT
There is increasing evidence that the inability to manage digital technology can distract and overload students, inhibiting both their academic performance and spiritual leadership among peers.  From diminished reading, to multi-tasking, to narcissistic self-expression and a consumerist obsession with new devices, the unguided stewardship of a digital culture often stunts or prevents the formation of our students’ spiritual identity and relationships with people and other realities bigger and beyond the immediate digital “fix” on screen.

Three pedagogical approaches to technology display special promise for spiritual formation, professionalism and leadership development. Digital storytelling through technologies like Adobe Spark can teach self-efficacy, empathy, and relational power in ways that develop student spirituality and leadership.  The use of digital fabrication tools like 3D printers, laser cutters, and CNC routers are part of a growing “Maker Movement” that universities are utilizing to increase students’ awareness of their spiritual giftedness and their propensity for leadership, innovation, corrigibility, and societal engagement.  Finally, a third approach employs technology as a personalization tool to customize the instructional infrastructure for each student and utilize adaptive technologies such as artificial intelligence to fill the experiential learning void that exists between traditional pedagogical approaches and millennial learning. 
An effective pedagogy of teaching with technology does not ignore these challenges, but seeks to guard against the dangers and to transform technology for effective teaching through reflective and purposeful practices.  In this presentation, we will explore best practices for developing spirituality and leadership through the purposeful and contemplative use of digital technologies in university courses.  

INTENDED AUDIENCE
This session is focused on instructors and educational administrators attentive to the importance of technology for course design and educational delivery.  IAMSR participants will find the session of interest because of its focus on technological methods for cultivating professionalism, leadership and spiritual formation in students.  We encourage attendance from an international audience to promote full diversity in our discussion. Although the conference emphasizes attendance from the management community, we hope to draw participants from both members and guests as we facilitate this discussion.  
WHY THIS WORKSHOP SHOULD BE OF INTEREST TO IAMSR WORLD CONGRESS PARTICIPANTS

IAMSR participants will find the session of interest because of the need to better manage a preponderance of technology available to students on university campuses.  The focus on employing technological methods in cultivating leadership and spiritual formation in students is critical in an environment where digital devices challenge the time and attention of students preparing for service and leadership. In accordance with the conference theme, we believe that those who attend an International conference on Management, Spirituality and Religion are interested in both a global theme around spiritual formation and the personal implications of how technology informs personal creativity.  This workshop will suggest practical ways to create this benefit for the audience.

The workshop will be presented as a team presentation.  We will facilitate discussions around the following points:
1. Overview of the availability and use of technology on university campuses
2. Challenges students face in managing their time and various resources associated with technology
3. Pedagogical theory and practices utilized by the presenters to implement these theories in the classroom.
4. Links between technology, spirituality and leadership development
5. Discussion of technology as a resource to manage for proper learning and stewardship
6. Discussion of technology for digital storytelling
7. Discussion of technology for digital fabrication
8. Discussion of technology as a bridge to enhance student professionalism and learning
9. Challenges for the future and suggested solutions
10. Conclusion
